Five notebooks of data compiled primarily in Virginia, Kentucky and Salt Lake City on the Ethington (and variations) family.
Information requested:
Determine the structure of the early Virginia Ethington family to include 
Is Joseph Ethington the father of William and Fielding
Who are the other members of that family?
Determine the immigrant Ethington ancestor and his origin.
Determine the parents of Sarah Ann Callender, wife of William Ethington.
General comments:
I am including a rough time-line that helps define the family as a whole.
While I have read and attempted to digest all of the information in the notebooks, I do not have the breadth of knowledge or recall of the material that you do. Please do let me know if I have missed something or misinterpreted what you had and I will be glad to re-evaluate my findings.
Search for information is complicated by the destruction of Culpeper loose papers prior to 1830 and the minute/order books prior to 1798 (except for a fragment from 1763/4) as well as the 18th-century loose papers of Spotsylvania County supposedly stored in barrels in courthouse attic and eaten by worms.
Virginia did not retain estate records.  There are occasional references in the court records and in diaries, etc. to the review of estate files prior to settlement. The papers were retained by the executor/administrator or family. There are occasional guardian files usually recorded in bound volumes. All estate papers retained by the court which usually consisted of wills, administrator/executor bonds, and account of sales, inventories, and/or appraisals were recorded in bound volumes. The original papers were retained by the court and can sometimes be found among the loose papers, but all of these were supposedly recorded.
Guardians were appointed if the orphans owned property. The two orphans of John Ethrington [HE:  This should probably read WILLIAM Ethington, whose children applied for guardians in Culpeper County after his death in 1799] in Culpeper who chose guardians apparently did so in order to marry while under the age of consent.
Is Joseph Ethington the father of William and Fielding?
Information regarding William and Fielding Ethington has been taken from research found in the notebooks since this information was found in Kentucky.
Family tradition indicates that Fielding and William were half-brothers, the sons of a J Ethington.

[HE:  Barbara is correct in saying that these five children are not proven children of William and Caty Ethington.  I have included them with that family based solely on the ages, marriages, and other circumstantial evidence.]  
William leaves Culpeper between 1805–11
Five of William and Caty’s children are identified in the records; five are not. 
While family tradition identifies William as the son of J. and the half-brother of Fielding, it is possible that he was the son of William and Caty. No daughter appears to be named after Caty, so it is possible that no son was named after William or that the children bearing those names died young. Although no records have been found that identify William’s father, no evidence has been found that would disprove the family tradition; that is, there is nothing in the records to suggest that William was not the son of J. as family tradition states. And ten probable children of William of Culpeper have been identified. One would also assume that had William (born 1773) been a son of William (d. 1799) reference would have been made to that fact in the suit since he would have had as much of an interest in the lease as the other children. Given these facts, I believe that you can reasonably assume the accuracy of the family tradition.
[HE:  William-1’s father is in fact identified in KY death records as “J. Ethington”.]
The accepted date of William’s birth—1773 and the accepted date of Fielding’s and especially Jeremiah’s births—1790 and  ca. 1800 would lend some credence to a second marriage and perhaps even a third with Fielding and Jeremiah having different mothers. I found no evidence of any children other than those already identified (except for the second James who has not been connected to the family) nor did I find any evidence that any of the identified children were not part of William’s family. [HE: Safe to assume that William and Caty had 10 children?]
Determine the parents of Sarah Ann Callender, wife of William Ethington.
I found no record which identified William’s wife. There are two possibilities, one that she is a sister to Philip Callender of the law suit [HE:  Should read John Callender?] and perhaps a daughter of Philip of Stafford  or she may be related to the Callenders who appear in the Fredericksburg records. The Fredericksburg family appears to consist of Elizear and his wife Elizabeth and a son John who married Hapsey (surname unknown). Eliezer who was a justice of the peace died in November 1792.
 I am enclosing selected copies of the material regarding this family. Given the financial status of this family I doubt that there is a connection. [HE:  I have reached the same conclusion after considerable research on this family.]  I would be more interested in learning about Philip Calender’s family.
Neither the grantor/grantee indexes nor the abstracted records of Culpeper make any references to Philip nor does he appear in the 1790 to 1796 personal property tax lists. It is possible that further research in later tax lists would identify him. He is not listed in th e 1810 Virginia census index.
 Has any search of the Henry County, Kentucky, records been made for Callenders?

Recommendation for further research:
I would look very carefully at Mahala Calender and James Etherington. Note that this James was supposed to have married three times. Family tradition also attributes three marriages to William who supposedly married Sarah Ann Callender. If both are correct the odds are that Mahala and Sarah are related. This research needs to begin in Kentucky.
Origin of immigrant Ethington:
According to family tradition (see Betty Ann Bowles information from her grandfather Ivory) the first Ethingtons came from Scotland. This would appear to be a more likely scenario than the current imported felon.
The date of importation of the felon, William—1741 does not allow for children born in 1741 and it would appear that at least two of William’s children were born by that date. According to English common law, infants under age 21 could not be held legally responsible for the sale of land or debts contracted before they came of age. It is unlikely then that the James and William who signed the bond (copy enclosed) [HE:  I do not find this bond enclosed. I have e-mail copy, but no copy of original.  Also need copies of original for statement that John Ethington had been born in Spots Co. and all other documents referenced in your e-mail of 16 Aug 1998] in 1762 were under age 21 when they signed. They would thus have had to have been born prior to 1741.
Indentured servants rarely married prior to the end of their indenture so that it is unlikely that William was an indentured servant and the father of children born prior to 1741. Typical indentures lasted for 4–7 years. If he were indentured to a Spotsylvania County person, his appearance in court as a witness in 1743
 would not be out of the ordinary. It should be noted, however, that Musick co-owned with John Graves land which would later be purchased by John Etherington, the supposed son. William is certainly living in this area by 1755 when he is part of a road gang headed by Joseph Holliday.

The Rappahannock was a navigable river and ships plied its shores stopping at plantations and small towns along the way—especially those with tobacco warehouses. Fredericksburg was established as a port town by 1727. In 1732 when Col. Byrd visited he wrote, “Colonel Willis walked me about his new town of Fredericksburg. It is pleasantly situated on the south shore of the Rappahannock river, about a mile below the falls. Sloops may come and lie close to the wharf, within thirty yeards of the public warehouse...”

No records survive noting either the appearance of indentured servants or of individuals simply stepping off the boat from England. No record of William claiming his right to 50 acres of land has been found; he may have chosen not to do so or claimed it in another court. Whether he came into this country from Pennsylvania, Maryland or along the Virginia coast, he had a right to the claim. However, by this time importation rights claims had fallen into disuse; consequently, he probably never made the claim. 
The Virginia Colonial Records Project index is available on the Library of Virginia website. It is an index to many British records especially those of the Public Records Office. The index is actually to survey reports made in an effort to identify records which duplicated or could serve as a replacement for lost Virginia records. I checked this using the following searches: Eat, Edr, Ear, Ath, Eta, Edi, Ede, Eth, Edr. This type of search finds any keyword beginning with these letters. I am enclosing two references I found. [HE:  I do not fine these two references.]  Neither of these appear to deal with your family, but I wanted you to see the type of record the search produced. The actual survey reports referenced are available on microfilm at the Library of Virginia and via interlibrary loan from Alderman Library, University of Virginia.
The chance of finding an emigrant ancestor’s place of origin when one is tracing a Virginia ancestor is extremely limited. Few records were kept and many of those that were kept were destroyed in various courthouse fires and the burning of Richmond during the war.
Placement of James, William and John Ethrington’s land.
I am enclosing printouts and mbl files showing the position of the property owned by all three. While I charged the time I spent placing the actual property, the underlying work with the land patents was not billed to you. You may, however, feel free to use the underlying patent placement to further your research and/or to publish your research. You may not sell or give it away since the copyright is either mine (Culpeper) or Dennis Hudgins’s (Spotsylvania).
The Graves and other Spotsylvania families including the Tutts moved and/or owned land in Culpeper. It is most probable that the movement of the Ethringtons to the Culpeper area was precipitated by some of these families. Also note that the area in which William Ethrington lived was not settled until the 1740s and it is entirely possible that he lived on the land that John eventually bought.

Spotsylvania:
I am enclosing two copies which show John (later Benjamin’s) land in relation to the other tracts and the topological features including Devils Ditch Swamp. The third maps shows the two early land purchases by Joseph Peterson and the fourth their relationship to John’s land and the adjacent landowners. I am also enclosing an mbl file with maps since you have these. The earlier maps I sent show the development of the land in the area. Note the proximity of the Graves family which you will also find in Culpeper. The Tutts were also prominent in both Culpeper and Spotsylvania. It is possible that some of the Edrington’s were working for these families. We know that at one time (1787 tax list) John was working as an overseer for John Chew.
Maps 4 and 5 show the 400-acre tract of land patented by Anthony Street. Street sold 100 acres of this tract to Lewis Pines. Map 5 shows the relationship between the Street  tract and Ethrington’s tract.
Culpeper:
The tract that John Hastie leased to William Eatherton was part of a Northern Neck grant to Francis Hume.(#1) It changed hands a number of times and was finally sold by William Knox and his wife to John Hastie in 1777. The adjacent tract which was part of the Tutt family holdings was sold in 1805 by Hansford Tutt and his wife; at which point this tract (#2) was identified as being near Drogheda Springs. Hastie leased the land to various people. The first tract to Isaac Stone in 1791, five tracts in 1795 and the remaining tract in 1796 (#3). I am enclosing a print-out that includes adjacent landowners and part of a topological map which shows where William’s land was and by connecting the second you can see the relationship of the land to the village of Winston.
I am enclosing the Culpeper mbl file; since the maps are copyrighted I cannot include them, but you can see the relationship of the various tracts.
Other notes:
The reference to the binding out of the Joseph Ethrington children in 1782 found in the order books, is not duplicated in the St. George Parish register.
 The vestry apparently met only twice that year–once on 9 February 1782 and once on 28 December. They ordered a number of payments to be made for the care of the poor. No Ethringtons were mentioned which would indicate that the family could sustain itself without the children to care for.
The bottom line:
While a great deal has been added to the knowledge base of the Ethrington family, no single piece of information has been found that defines the family. However, all of the additional information found does support the lineage as proposed in Theory 1 through the first three generations. While one can never say that all of the records have been surveyed, certainly those most likely to provide information on this family have been and I feel comfortable with the family as outlined in the first three generations with the exception of the identification of the wives of William and John (I see nothing to support their identification as Suckly  [HE:  The DAR application by Mary Elizabeth Low Weaver shows John Eatherton married to Susan E. Suckkey.  Her footnote references the pension application. ) and the possible identification of Sarah Ann Callender. There are some additional avenues that could be explored and these are outlined below.
Suggestions for further research:
Additional Kentucky research in newspapers and manuscript repositories looking for letters, etc. from family members, obituaries and at the time of death local items about visitors.
Follow all of the identified grandchildren of the “immigrant” William. 
Look for Callendars in Kentucky.
