 The plaintiffs state that Samuel Edrington died intestate in Henry County Kentucky the owner in fee simple of a tract of land lying and being in the said county of Henry on the waters of Mill Creek contining about two hundred and twenty acres more or less and described more fully in the exhibits filed herewith marked _____ and made part hereof.

They further say that Julia Darnold plaintiff is a daughter and heir of said Sam'l Edrington deceased as is also the plaintiffs Louiza Callander, and that Y. M. (?) Darnold plaintiff is the husband of said Julia Darnold and Phillip Callander is husband of said Louiza Callander plaintiff.  Plaintiffs also say that deft Nancy Edrington is the widow of Sam'l Edrington deceased and is entitled to dower in the land aforesaid.

And that defendants Napoleon Edrington, Samuel Edrington, Sarah Ellen Edrington, Lodusea Edrington, Hiram Edrington and Lizzie Edrington are children and heirs of said Sam'l Edrington dec'd and together with the plaintiffs as alleged are the only heirs or persons having an interest in the land aforesaid.       

And that the interest of the said children or heirs in said land are equal to wit: each of them is entitled to one eight part thereof.

The plaintiffs therefore pray the court to appoint commissioners as the law currently directs, and that the dower interest of the said Nancy Edrington be allotted to her and that the remainder of said land be equally divided among the aforesaid heirs of Samuel Edrington allowing an eighth thereof to each.  Plaintiffs say that defendants Sarah Ellen, Lodusea, Hiram and Lizzie Edrington are infant heirs and that they having no statutory guradian within the knowledge of the plff  © they pray the appointment of guardian to represent the interest of said infants for the occasion.
