Annie Walker Burns, Revolutionary War Pensioners Who Settled In Kentucky (unpublished DAR compilation, n.d.)

Henry County, Section 183:

Wilson Shelton S31955 - Age 86 years when applied. Served first from Stafford County, VA August 1780. Drafted to serve three months under Capt. Charles Ralls in Col. Samuel Peyton's Reg. First Stationed at Stafford Court House, VA, marched through King George County on Potomac River. Discharged in November 1780. In summer of 1781 July, drafted six months from Stafford to serve under Capt. William Hardin in Reg. of Col. Garrard. Rendezvoused at Stafford Court House and marched to Fredericksburg on the Rappahannock River, then to Bowling Green, then to Richmond, then to Petersburg and joined the army under Gen. Washington. Marched to Yorktown and became sick and was not at Cornwallis' surrender. Honorably discharged at Stafford by Col. Garrard. He was born Charles County, MD 1747 and resided in Stafford County, VA until 1816. Removed to Shelby County, KY and then to Henry.

Affidavit of Jeremiah Calender given that he was well acquainted with the pensioner for forty-five years and he was reputed to be in the Revolutionary War.

Affidavit of Joseph Callender given that he was well acquainted with the pensioner and he was reputed to have served.

Affidavit of Elijah F. Nuttall and Stephen Shaw also given. 

Pensioner had payment changed to the IN agency where he resides with his daughter Mrs. Margaret Hardin. Mason Hardin states pensioner is person he claims to be. Wilson Shelton on KY Pension Roll at $30 per annum. Pension issued June 6, 1834.

in the same section for Henry County, KY is the pension of Henry Kephart, Rev. War Pensioner resided Shenandoah Co., VA until after the Rev. War when he went to Washington Co., MD. Migrated to Henry County, KY in 1818.
