One tract of land in the county of Shelby containing one hundred and ten acres adjoining the lands of Resin Hossteter, John Haws, Leroy Floyd, and William Nutgrass and lying on the waters of little Beach.  
Also this sum of four hundred and fifty dollars the balance of my Wife Susahhan Killander being left her in the lands of Moses Hower (jb) together with all my houshold and kitchen furniture of every kind, three horses seven head of cattle two head of sheepe and thirty head of hogs,
To have and to hold the said bargained premises ___ the ___ proper use and behalf of him the said Jacob Hawser his heirs (xx) and the said Abraham Kellander and Susannah Killander his wife doth consent and agree to ____ the said Jacob Hawser his heirs and forever to warrant and defend the said tract of land and other property herein described from ____ their heirs and all other persons whatsoever.
