This indenture made this third day of February 1836 between Austin Shelton and Emily his wife, Richard Callender and Matilda his wife, and Columbus Adkins and Matilda his wife the said Emily Richard and Matilda (wife of said Columbus) being three of the children and heirs of Philip Callender dec'd late of Owen County and State of Kentucky of the first part. PRIVATE 

And Nelson Perrish of the second part and all of the said county and state wittnesseth:


That the said party of the first part in consideration of the sum of three hundred and eighty eight dollars to them paid as follows to wit:


To the said Austin one hundred and twenty dollars 


To the said Richard one hundred and twenty eight dollars and


To the said Columbus one hundred and forty dollars 


Have granted bargained and sold and by these presents do grant bargain and sell to the party of the second part his heirs and assigns all the interst right and title which they the party of the first part have in and to a certain tract of land lying and being in the said county and state upon the waters of the Big Twin Creek containing as is supposed the quantity of one hundred and thirty two acres be the said tract more or less and for which a deed is now of record in the Owen County Court office from John Scott to the said Philip Callender the said interest or shares of the said party of the first part being three eights part of said tract of land to him the said party of ______  second will warrant and defend against all persons and claims whatsoever in manner following:


That is to say if said land shall ever be taken by another claim after due course of law, the said Shelton will refund to the said party of the second part the afsd sum of one hundred twenty dollars without interest or other damages or costs.


And, the said Richard Callender will refund to the said party of the second part the said sum of one hundred and twenty eight dollars, without interest or damages or cost.


And, the said Columbus Adkins will redund to the said party of the second part the said sum of one hundred and forty dollars without interst or other damages or costs.
