Dear Mr. Ethington:

  Enclosed is my report on the Callender surname in Henry County, KY. I am sorry to report my efforts to establish the parents of Sarah Ann (Callender) Ethington were not successful. However, I was able to form some theories from the research and have suggestions that may prove helpful. First, as you have already discovered, the Callender surname and its variant spellings do not appear with any frequency in court records. While nothing was found to indicate their denominational preference in early Kentucky records, I suspect it may have been Baptist. Some sects of hard-shell and dissenting Baptists felt resentment toward the Episcopal Church in VA because it was the ruling church of England until the Revolutionary War. The attitude was manifested by not recording marriages with the Episcopal Church, a requirement of English law up to the revolutionary period. It persisted after the war and was carried to KY.  Some Baptists preachers were guilty of failing, either by chance or deliberation, of filing marriage bonds with the county clerk.  A family whose marriages persistently are not found over several generations are good suspects.  Unfortunately, few Baptist church records exist for the early periods of Kentucky. At best, they are membership rolls only. The Virginia Genealogical Quarterly, of which Barbara Vines Little is Editor, recently ran a article titled "The Ten Thousand Name Petition" spread over a numbers of issues. They were names of Baptists in 1770 requesting equal treatment regarding various aspects of religious freedom. Barbara may have checked it.  I did too, theorizing if they were Baptist, perhaps a Callender name would appear. None did. That may mean they were one of the other sects who did not meet with the "Regular Baptist." Or perhaps they were not living in Virginia at that time. 

The Virginia Baptist Historical Society, University of Richmond, VA 23173 has a card index file to names in early VA Baptist church records. Some of the churches are extant and the index file is even more valuable for it. They will tell you what information is on the index card but will not go to the original church book. Some Baptist church books and other denominations are in the VA State Library. It would be worth the effort to write and ask if any Callender are in the card file.

Attached is a Henry County, KY 1834-pension application of Wilson Shelton. He served from Stafford County, VA, where he resided during the Revolutionary War. He was born in Charles County, MD, moved to first Shelby County, KY and then Henry County, KY. The pension includes the affidavits of Jeremiah Callender and Joseph Callender. Jeremiah Callender states he has known Shelton forty-five years. That puts Jeremiah Callender in Stafford County in 1789, possibly in Shelby County, KY as well. The application was taken in Henry County. The affidavit of Joseph Callender states he knew Shelton served in the war and he is likely the Joseph Callender who married 1818 in Henry County, KY to Ruth Runnolds. There's no Jeremiah Callender in Henry County records. He might reside elsewhere, perhaps Shelby County since Shelton lived there prior to Henry County. Or the transcribed copy may be inaccurate regarding the first name. More about double names later in this letter. I suggest acquiring the original from the National Archives. This record also emphasizes the value of examining the records of known associated families.

 Due to the infrequency of the surname in records, the search will need every tiny bit of information that can be gleamed from lesser court documents such as court orders, minute books, tax lists, parish records, as witnesses on deeds, bonds, jury lists, voting poll list, etc. By themselves, none may seem important but all together they provide a chronological list of people and events that shape family units. Records of families with whom the Callenders interacted should be examined for clues that may be in the body of a document. Callenders may not be in the index but mentioned in the text of the document. 

While it would probably help identify Callender men in KY to examine tax lists of Owen, Woodford, Shelby, and Franklin Counties, KY, I do not feel it will identify the parents of Sarah Ann (Callender) Ethington. By the time the first Callenders were in KY, they were grown men with wives. Most died before 1850. The types of records that identify parents do not exist in early Kentucky. There are some death records from 1852 to 1864. Those deaths are not every death that occurred in the county, nor is every year intact for every county. Church records, depending on the denomination, may keep a registry that has some data. However, few early church records have been preserved. Some counties have the permission consents for marriages but for the Callender family it does not apply to the migrating generation who were married by the time they got to KY. Everything points to parents that probably died in VA. 

Occasionally a researcher is fortunate to locate a person like William Ethington who died 1853 when Vital Statistics were kept, or like James Ethington, who remarried at a late age 1867 when more data was required on marriage applications.  Deeds, of course, are very valuable.

I stress the importance of examining the Culpeper County, VA Land Tax Lists 1782-1813, and Stafford County, VA Land Tax List 1782-1816. Both are on microfilm and, if not already in the Family History Center Library, can be inter-library loaned to your public library. I believe their filming was done by the VSL, not the LDS. The Library of Virginia will also inter-library loan the microfilmed court records of VA counties. Some of the microfilming is the library's project and some may be LDS filming. There is a gap in the VA Tax Lists from 1796 to approximately 1815 that needs to be closed. It is time Callenders still live in VA. Your Virginia report used a printed source that arbitrarily stops at 1796. The court orders you have are proof Calenders and William Ethingtons were in Culpeper County as late as1805. Most valuable is the record showing William Ethington was Administrator of the Thomas Callender estate. It should be followed up. There is an estate file, or a final settlement, for the disposition of Thomas Callender's worldly goods. He owned something, or owed debts. That's why an Administrator is appointed. Even if nothing of value was distributed to heirs, there should be an Administrator's report to the court that debts were settled.

Which brings me to another record. I cannot interpret the meaning of this court order. It is transcribed incorrectly because the handwriting was misread. Court Orders are terse but the wording always makes clear the intent.

October 1805, On this application of Caty Etherington an is granted her on grounds and Jup Philip Callender and Boo...Davenport money an she hands 

"[for copy of entry see BVL report]"

Some type of certificate is attached but it isn't "guarlied." Something is granted Caty Callender but it isn't "an." [Plantiff?] Of interest is the "Jup Philip Callender."  If "Jup" is not a mis-interpretation of some legal term, could this be John Philip Callender, or Thomas Philip Callender? The symbol Y is the thorn for Th and p is a s in older documents. I can't think of a legal term or abbreviation for "Jup" unless it is a misreading for Dft [defendant]. "Callender and Boo..." Boo... is probably Birkett Davenport since preceding orders appear versus him. I would need to see the original text to decipher this document. 

In my experience working with early western KY records, some men have two first names and confuse research by interchanging those two first names in the records. I can find no reason for it but they are

often Baptists. I call this to your attention for your personal information. It might prove useful working with the Callender surname. It is why I question the "Jup" Philip Callender. If he is Thomas Philip Callender, he might be the Thomas Callender whose Administrator was William Ethington and the same man as Philip Callender on the Stafford County, VA Tax List. I admit the theory is reaching but should be given some consideration until proven otherwise. No accounting for what happened to Philip Callender after 1790 has been made. And if Thomas is William Ethington's father-in-law, he is old enough to be on tax lists before his death. The VA tax lists may show there are two Callender men, Philip and Thomas, or that it is one man. Jeremiah Callender of the Shelton affidavit should also be on a VA tax list. One must ask themselves who are these Callender men in Stafford County and what happened to them.

I'm not sure what dates are covered by other VA county tax lists but examining the counties other Callender

men resided in may also reveal information. The Virginia tax lists that are not on microfilm are stored in boxes at the State Library in Richmond and one can call for the box and read the originals. The advantage of looking at tax lists is a man, as a generally rule, appears every year if he lived in the county, or if he only shows up a few years, it lets one know he exists. 

Regarding the Bounty Land Warrant #356-200 of Lt. John Callender: According to W.T. R.Saffell's Records of Revolutionary War (Baltimore: GPC, 1969), p.502 under "Officers Records of Land Warrents," the number of the Lt. John Callender's warrant was awarded to soldiers who served from MA. The number that appears on a Bounty Land Warrant determines from which state the soldier served.

At this point in the research your family group does not appear kin to the Kylander family in KY. It's possible they may connect further back in time and in another state. They may even have migrated to Virginia earlier from another state but at the present time, pursuing them in KY probably will not add anything.

I examined the Henry County, KY courthouse records, and visited the KY State Archives and Library, as well as The Filson Club. I found nothing in the courthouse that added significant information. A list of sources consulted is attached. No Callender family file was found in either the State Archives and Library, or The Filson Club. Time did not permit a visit to the local  library in Henry County, or the Kentucky Historical Society Library. 

Enclosed are a few documents you may wish to acquire. I do not have access to them here. 

· PERSI Search (Periodical Source Index).[See attachment #1.] found a few articles. The ones I have no access to can be acquired from the Fort Wayne & Allen County Library, if you are interested. One article, "That Scoundrel Callender," (See article enclosed. Attachment #2.) made no attempt to learn about his family background. James Thomson Callender did live in Loudon County, VA in 1798. The article states he stayed with George Mason. The compiler of the article did not seem to know this Mason family had close marriage ties to the Thomson line and several generations named sons Thomson Mason. They migrated to western KY by 1810. James Thomson Callender was probably some kin to Mason. He may no kin at all to your group but should be ruled out.

· The Fort Wayne Library card catalog [See attachment #3.] shows they have a Callender genealogy that appears to be some of the Michael Callender line in VA.

· The Library of Virginia on-line catalog [See attachment #4.] shows the Callender surname as part of the Jefferson family Bible record. 

· References in Swen's Virginia Index to Callender were checked. Most were about Capt. Eleazer Callender, prosperous ship captain offering all manner of goods for sale. No references were checked in Calender of Virginia State Papers.
· A diary of Capt. Philip Buckner [See attachment #5.] in the William and Mary Quarterly, 2ed Series, Vol. 6, p.181 & 199 details his travels to early KY and mentions a Lt. George Callender of Fredericks- burg, VA who served in the Navy. Several footnotes yield data and add another male to be identified who lived in Shenandoah County in the 1790s. 

You have several routes you can take on the VA tax lists. The Family History Center in Salt Lake City may have them, or you or one of the family organization members can read them using the inter-library loan system through their local public library. I can do it the same thing. Postage is about $3.75 per roll. Tax lists not filmed require an on-site searcher at the Library of Virginia. Microfilmed VA court records can be inter-library loaned the same way, if not at the FHC. There is a possibility every court record book was not filmed.

However, the Library of Virginia has made a big effort in recent years to redo its county records. Research of migrating families may require work back and forth in first one state and then the other as the time gap narrows. Original court books need to be consulted instead of printed sources. 

The search in Henry County and a cursory search of some additional records were both interesting and frustrating. I usually have better results but what is not there cannot be invented. I hope the answer lies in identifying Callender families in VA.

While the name Callendar is spelled variously, it has been limited to the spelling of CALLENDER for purposed of indexing this report.

Focus has been on 

· The ancestral Philip-394, of Hunterdon NJ

· The son of Philip-394, Philip-396 born 1763

· Abraham Callender-401, son of Philip-396 above, of Oldham Co KY

· Philip Callender-528 of Culpeper Co VA

· Philip Callender-520 of Henry County KY

· Philip Callender-355 of Owen County KY

· John Callender-527, Rev War Vet

· John Callender-353, of Culpeper Co VA

· John Callender-1, wife Elizabeth of Henry Co KY

· Joseph Callender-354, wife Rashy Renolds, of Henry Co KY

· Sarah Ann Callender-3, wife of William Ethington-2, of Stafford Co VA / Henry Co KY

· Thomas Callender-352, estate is probated by William Ethington in Culpeper Co VA in Oct 1806.

The primary purpose of the Ethington Family Organiztion is to identify the parents and family of Sarah Ann Callender, born 1774 (proven) in Stafford Co VA (not proven), and mother of 9 children raised in Henry Co KY.  

First premise was that Sarah Ann could be daughter of Philip-394 of NJ.   This was seen to be impossible since she was born 1774, and Philip-394 died bef 1768.

Second premise was that Saran Ann could be daughter of Philip-396.  Again, not possible, since he is only 11 years older than she.

It is proven that the Culpeper / Spotsylvania / Stafford Callenders moved to Kentucky with the Ethington / Shelton / Yancy families in the early 1800’s.  John Callender-1 sues John Ethington in Owen County KY for land transferred incorrectly back in Culpeper Co VA in 1805.  James Ethington, son of Sarah Ann Callender, is made guardian for the John and Elizabeth Callender children upon John’s death.  Elizabeth receives her dower from Abraham Callender, a proven son of Philip-396.

The connections are tantalizing.  But not one document clarifies the relationships.  It appears from what we have that the Virginia Callenders are related to Philip-Philip, but not directly as descendants.

CALLENDER - ETHINGTON of HENRY COUNTY, KY REPORT

Some Ethington Observations

Although the focus of this research was on Callender, and no request was made for Ethington research, some preparation work was conducted to determine if Callenders arrived in Kentucky with Ethingtons, and if any relationship between them and Sarah Ann (Callender) Ethington, wife of William Ethington, could be proven. No charge was made for the Ethington work.

An important source for early KY research are the tax lists. The residence of a family can be determined from year to year from it. The purpose of the Kentucky Tax List was not only to tax land but to keep track of men eligible for military service and to vote. Families can be separated by the watercourse on which they lived. A slight variance in the amount of acreage in the early tax years is not unusual as land was being surveyed and measured against claims. Examination of the deeds usually verifies if the gain and loss of taxed acreage is by sale, or merely a survey error. 

 The 1802 Henry County Tax List, July 19th, is the first appearance of a John Ethington with 150A of land on Kentucky River, surveyed in name of Walker Daniel, patented in name of Thomas Daniel, 1 white male over 21, and 1 black.
  This Daniel line is prominent in early KY history and is from Orange County, VA. The entry indicates John Ethington is a resident of Henry County in 1802. If he were not a resident, he would be entered only as paying tax on the land. The 1803 and 1804 tax lists continue to verify him as a resident with 78A of land on Kentucky River, patented and surveyed in the name of the two Daniel men, 1 white male over 21, 1 black, 1 horse.  
John Edrington [sic] appears again in 1805 with 100A on Mill Creek, surveyed in the name of Shelton and Doherty, 1 male over 21, 1 horse. A deed was located for the land patented in the name of Daniel after the death of John Edrington stating he had paid for it.  None was found for the land patented in the name of Shelton and Douherty. The fact that the lands were patented in two different names indicates they were two different pieces of property.  
Mill Creek is a branch of the Kentucky River and is located in the northern portion of Henry County. In 1838, Carroll County was created from that section of Henry and Mill Creek now lies primarily in Carroll. The 100A on Mill Creek continues to appear in 1806, 1807, and 1808 but in the name of Lovedy [sic] Edrington, 1 male 16-21, 1 black, 1 horse.
 It suggests John Edrington may have died ca 1805 and his widow, with a son not yet 21 years of age, is paying tax on the 100 acres. In 1808, Jesse Edrington 1 male 16-21 years, joins Lovedy Edrington on the list who is now shown to have  1 male over 21 in the household. A few years later, Samuel Edrington appears taxed on the same date. The lists of 1809, (1810 is missing), and 1811 show Lovedy Eatherton, 100A Mill Creek 1 black, 2 horses.

12 April 1820, James McKinny to Loveday Edrington, John Edrington, William Edrington, Lovell Edrington, Hiram Edrington, Samuel Edrington, Loveday Brown, wife of John Brown, and Elizabeth Edrington. The said Loveday Edrington being the widow , the others children and heirs of John Edrington dec'd of Henry County - for sum of $1 - James McKinny and Mary his wife sell to Loveday Edrington, John Edrington, William Edrington, Lovell Edrington, Hiram Edrington, Samuel Edrington, Loveday Brown, wife of John Brown, and Elizabeth Edrington 100A on Mill Creek. Recorded 12 April 1820.

Contrary to one piece of family data, William and Fielding Ethington were never residents of Fayette County.  No evidence was found of them owning land in Fayette County. The only person in any Fayette County tax list of that surname was Micajah Eathenton [sic] in 1809 with no land.
 A Capt. John Edminston appeared 1808 with 600A and it is not a variant spelling of Ethington. 

The 1811 Henry County Tax List shows the first appearance of William Etherton, 1male over 21 years with four horses and R. H. Callendar with 168A, 1 male over 21, 3 horses.
 There is no appearance of either surname 1812 and 1813. It's possible a few pages of the tax lists are missing. 
A marriage found for Lovedy Edrington to John Brown 11 September 1813
 is proven to be the daughter of John and Loveday Ethington dec'd by a 1820 deed.
 By the 1820 and 1830 Henry County Census, Lovedy Ethington, the widow of John, was shown as head of a household, a female age 50-60 and 60-70 respectively.
 Sons are proven by Lovedy Edrington's will
 and deed transactions. Samuel added to the Mill Creek property in his lifetime, and it is his heirs who petitioned the Court for Division of land in 1857-1864.
 Although one of Samuel Edrington/Ethington heirs married a Philip Callender, no relationship could be proven without first knowing the relationship of William Ethington to the following man. 

 A John Edrington was on the 1800 Franklin County, KY Tax List.
  An examination of the Franklin County, KY records found one deed in Franklin County for a Joseph Edrington, who is apparently a brother to the John Edrington who migrated to Henry County.

Franklin County, KY Deed Book A, p.215, KHS Microfilm Roll #266164

21 February 1798, Joseph Edrington of Woodford County from Thomas Hickman of Franklin County for sum of 21 pounds - Lot #1 in the town of Frankfort, County of Franklin. Rec'd February Court 1798.

According to Forks of the Elkhorn Church,
 a John Edrington came with his family From VA in 1791 and bought land on Dry Run from John H. Craig. He died 1808 and records indicate he and his wife Margaret were parents of (1) Jane (2) Polly (3) John married Loveday Jackson and went to Henry County (4) Joseph married Mrs. Elizabeth Bohannon Cook (5) Benjamin, who married three times -Lettice Hickman, Mrs. Mary Hall Jackson, and Elizabeth C. Alsop (6) Rebecca married a Settle (7) Nancy married a Clift and (8) Elizabeth married a Cook. This appears to be the same John Edrington with wife Loveday who died in Henry County around 1805. 

 The book also states a William Ethington (but not how he is kin to John Edrington above) married Sarah Ann Eddins, daughter of Benjamin Eddins, in Woodford County 1834.
 This may be the same Benjamin Eddings [sic] who married Fannie Ethrington 1808 in Culpeper County, VA. She was the widow of James Ethington and daughter of James Dulany.
 What the unproven data suggests is the Ethington family, along with surnames they married in Culpeper County, VA, followed the known migration pattern from northeastern VA to central KY and first settled in  Scott, Woodford, and Franklin Counties.  And, although the two names began to be spelled differently, it is possible they may be kin in Virginia records.

Data supplied the compiler states the Ethington family was not located 1810 in VA or KY.  The following enumeration in Scott County, KY fits the family of William Ethington. In 1810, Scott County was adjacent to Woodford County and separated from Henry County by Franklin.  Owen County was created from part of Scott and Franklin in 1819. The enumeration of William Ethington agrees with the 1820 Henry County census and number of children in known family data. No persons appear to be living in the Ethington household that might be a Callender. However, a Philip Callender is living in the neighborhood. His age places his birth between 1765-1784. His three children under age ten estimates his marriage sometime between 1800 and ca 1807. This is likely the Philip Callender who married Malinda/Belinda Yancy 2 January 1805, Culpeper County, VA. In 1820, he resides in Gallatin County, KY.

William Ethington and wife, Sarah Ann (Callender) Ethington, probably were living in Henry County by 1811since he is on the tax list that year. He served in the War of 1812 as a Corporal in Captain Isaac Watkin's KY Mounted Volunteer Militia.
  A Captain raised most of the men who served in his unit from his home county and Watkins was a Henry County man.
  The US was slow to award 1812 veteran benefits. An 1850 law allowed disabled veterans and commissioner officers to receive bounty land. Widows were not entitled to pensions until 1871. Although William and Sarah Ann (Callender) Ethington may have both died before the laws could benefit them, it would be interesting to send for any records connected to his service. Other types of 1812 papers exist such as enlistment papers that describes physical characteristics like weight, color of hair, and eyes. George K.  Schweitzer's War of 1812 (Knoxville: priv. printed, 1983) is helpful in describing various records and how to obtain them.

By 1814, Fielding Ethrington and William Ethrington appear on the Henry County Tax List with 100A on Six Mile Creek
 which is in the extreme southern portion of Henry County. Six Mile Creek sprawls across the Shelby County line. By 1814, there are two separate families, Lovedy Edrington, widow of John dec'd, with land on Mill Creek as early as 1801 in the northern part of the county, and William Ethington and Fielding Ethington with land on Six Mile Creek in the southern portion of the county. 

Conclusion

 The William Ethington family was in Henry County, KY by 1811. No record of the purchase of his 100A on Six Mile Creek was located. No in-depth search was conducted on Ethington\Edrington families.

CALLENDER REPORT

 The first Callender found in the 1811 Henry County Tax List was R. H. Callendar with 168A, 1 male over 21, 3 horses.
 The same year as the first appearance of William Ethington in Henry County. The R. H. Callender did not appear again on any tax list year, or in any record. This entry does not fit any known family data. This compiler looked at the entry several times to verify that the name does appear to be Callender and not something else.  No record was found of the purchase of the 168A, or the sale of it in Henry County.  An examination of land transactions was made for any name that might look like Callender but was actually another surname. 

Records of three Callender marriages (Joseph Calender to Ruth Runnolds 10 January 1818, May Callender to Batson Dennis 10 December 1818, and John Calender to Eliza Blackwell 13 March 1820, along with a few appearances in court orders) are known family data. Other than the one tax list entry of R. H. Callender in 1811, and some court orders, there are no other records found for the Callender surname before 1837. A search of the deeds, wills, probate records, court orders, minute books, circuit court suits, and a few miscellaneous records in Henry County, KY was conducted. Records found were those already in the possession of Harold Ethington and recorded in his family compilation. They have not been repeated in this report except to use as references in the analysis. 
The 1824 court order
 shows John Callender was in Henry County in that year although he is not on the tax list. It appears very likely he was living in Henry County when Joseph Callender married in 1818 and he was certainly there from the time of his 1820 marriage. His avoidance of the tax enumerator over a number of years is proven when in 1826
 he was cited for not listing his taxable property. He was in Culpeper County in 1806, so his residence between 1806 to 1820 is not established. John Callender is of particular interest because he is the oldest Callender male found in Henry County. He avoided being taxed for at least six years or longer. Whether that was due to his personal lifestyle or religious beliefs is not known. The male Callenders in adjacent counties, believed to be kinsmen, appear in the records in which one expects to find them.  

May Callender's marriage states she is a daughter of Phillip Callender, deceased, and assuming May was about 18 years at marriage, she was born around 1800. Her deceased father, Phillip, is estimated to be born ca 1778. The estimated birth of Phillip Callender, father of May, places him as a contemporary of Sarah Ann (Callender) Ethington born 1771. Since May's father is dead at the time of her marriage, with whom did eighteen-year-old May Callender reside prior to her marriage? She is not enumerated in the 1810 Ethington household at around age ten years. Where is she? Is her father Philip still living in 1810? There is a possibility Philip Callender's widow remarried and is living in Henry County under her remarried name. Nothing was found to support this theory but it cannot be ruled out. A comparison of associated VA names might give some indication. What happened to her after she married Batson Dennis. He was found in the 1830 Henry County census, but not in 1820. (See censuses below.) A female born 1750 -1760 resides in the 1830 household of Batson Dennis. [Note by HDE March 2004:  May and Batson are found in the 1860 Nemaha Kansas census with a 9 year-old Nancy J. Ethington living with them.  Lewis Ethington, son of William and Sarah Ann Callender lives close by.]
The birth of Philip Callender in the 1787 Stafford County, VA Census
 can loosely be estimated ca 1766. No connection can be assumed but May Callender might be a daughter of the Philip Callender 1787 Stafford County, VA tax list, or might be a daughter of a younger Philip Callender.  In either case, VA Tax Lists may establish how many Philip Callenders were living in several adjoining counties. Note the Ethingtons were acquainted with the Dennis family too -  James Etherington married Polly Dennis 25 January 1813, Woodford County, KY.

Callender heirs vs James Ethington
 was a County Court Suit and its deposition occurred in that county. Callender vs Ethington was a Circuit Court Suit
 and apparently the court was sitting in Owen County at the time of the suit. Other counties in the circuit prior to 1850 were Gallatin, Shelby, Franklin, and Woodford.
  Although other Callenders were living in Owen County, the significance of the suit being in Owen County may be attributed to the court traveling on its circuit, not because other Callenders lived in Owen County.  

John Callender's statement in the1823 Owen County, KY Callender/Ethington lawsuit is he was a "raw inexperienced young man" in 1804 when he contracted with John and James Eatherton to purchase 60A of land. Theorizing he was around twenty-one years old when conducting the land transaction, his birth is estimated to be 1783, or earlier.  That agrees with the age of the 50-60 male in the John Callender house- hold on the 1830 census and strengthens the theory the John Callender, who was an inhabitant of Culpeper County, VA in 1804, was a resident of Henry County when the lawsuit was brought before the 1823 Circuit Court, and is the same John Callender found in the 1830 Henry County census who died there ca 1833. 

The age of the Philip Calendr [sic] who is living within households of the Ethingtons in 1810 in Scott County places his birth between 1765-1784. His three children under age ten estimate his marriage sometime between 1800 and ca 1807. This appears to be the Philip Callender who married Malinda or Belinda Yancy 2 January 1805, Culpeper County, VA. It is suggested a copy of the original marriage bond be examined to prove the name is Belinda.  In 1820, he resided in Gallatin County, KY, and died in Owen County, KY in 1827.
 
A John Callender who died 1822 in Owen County
 and left "all my effects to Philip Yancey" may be the John Callender who married Francis Yancy 24 January 1799, Culpeper County, VA. This John who died 1822 cannot be found in a census. No Owen County Tax List was read.

Research to establish the relationship of Philip Yancy to Francis (Yancy) Callender is necessary before assuming John Callender, who died 1822, probably had no children and his wife, Frances, preceded him in death. Note the Yancy family used Philip for a first name too. Perhaps the families are intermarried prior to this generation that migrated from VA to KY.

Joseph Callender appears to be either a son of John, or a much younger brother. The 1830 census shows Joseph 40-50 and in 1840, he is 50-60. His birth estimates ca 1785. Nothing could be found to identify the female born 1750-1760 in Batson Dennis' household.  Nothing further was found on Batson Dennis in KY census indexes, or Henry County court records. A check of the 1840 and 1850 state census indexes of IN and IL located a Callender Dennis in Bond County, IL with younger siblings, all born OH. No apparent connection but his name suggests another Callender and Dennis family relationship.

The 1840 Kepart household does not match approximately with Elizabeth's male children. Perhaps some of the boys lived with relatives or were farmed out. That was not unusual in a second marriage. All children were out of the household by 1850. Both the 1840 and 1850 census shows two Abram Kipharts [sic]. In 1850 both had wives named Elizabeth.
 Both served in the War of 1812.
 While it is easy to assume a census duplicate, Henry County records reveal there are two Adam Kephart/Kiphart/Clipart men of the same name and almost the same age.
 Not researched further.

John Callender, born before 1780, was close to age forty when he married in 1820. One might suspect a marriage for him around age twenty-one, not twenty years later. There is enough time for John [born 1770-1780] to have a family by an earlier marriage. Could there be a younger John Callender [born 1780-1790] who married Elizabeth Blackwell in 1820? No, the Henry County Tax List dispels a second John Callender old enough to head a household. It consistently shows only one John Callender from 1827 to 1833 on the tax lists, John's last appearance. He probably died late 1833, or the first part of the following year.

Family data questions some conflicting references to his widow, Elizabeth (Blackwell) Callender Kephart: 

1) "Elizabeth Kephart, late widow of John Callender dec'd" is obviously self-explanatory and is Callender's widow who married Abram Kephart on 22 August 1840 before the settlement was final. 

2) The reference to "Nannie," an endearment form of the name Ann, may mean Elizabeth was Elizabeth Ann and the family called her Nannie. 

3) The third reference in the Court Orders Book in 1845,
 five years after John Callender's widow was married to Kephart, "Widow Callender on the new road" is likely the widow of Joseph Callender who died sometime after the 1840 census was taken.  

Comments Regarding the  Callender families of Virginia

All persons with the name of Callender, who were living in VA during the time span the antecedents of the KY Callenders were living, need to be researched. Research in both VA and KY reveals the surname is one those families that rarely appears in records. Therefore, all Callender families need research to formulate the family units. Both the scarcity, and unusualness, of the surname suggest all of them might be kin. Families that interacted with them need their records examined. Yancy, Davenport, Blackwell, Dennis, and others to see what data surfaces and who appears in the same VA and KY counties. 
Few family records may be due to several reasons. Religion, financial, or circumstances of their life style are major ones. In KY the Callenders were not Quakers because tax lists show they owned slaves and served in the military. Nothing was found in KY that indicated they were Shakers or Mennonites. Some of the family may be part of a dissenting Baptist group who were sterner than the hard-shell Baptists. It is sometimes difficult to find marriages for this group because they opposed government laws mixing with their beliefs. 
As families migrated to KY, the denominations melded with others for lack of a strong church group in the new home. A wife's preference may have redirected the male to a new denomination. With the passage of time, and a relaxation of the sterner old beliefs, more of them appear in records. A tradesman, or craftsman, who did not own land was still required to be taxed for his horse, and counted for voting purposes and eligibility for the military. 

Tax lists of Culpeper County, VA need to be examine through 1810 because both Ethington and Callenders are proven to be there as late as 1806 by the data in the 1823 Owen County, KY law suit, and the four 1805 Culpeper County, VA Minute Books abstracts.
 The material supplied to this compiler shows the Culpeper County, VA Tax List consulted is a printed source that stopped at 1790. Since the family was know to still be there in 1806, the time period from 1790 to approximately 1810 is critical. One of the court orders indicates a Burkill Davenport was involved with Etherington.

Because of the scarcity of the surname, the court orders, court minutes, and other less prominent court records need every item abstracted from them to provide a chronological list and identify any other men. Names of persons who did not appear in more obvious land records are found on jury lists, as witnesses, etc. The counties examined first should be those where Callender men are know to exist.

There are several Callender men in the 1787 VA Tax List, and others who are in records that state they lived in the area, who cannot be ignored. They were in the part of VA at a time when parents of KY Callender men are assumed to be living.  A cursory check found enough to convince this compiler a thorough in-depth research need to be conducted on these men. All tax lists should be read through 1810, and possibly as late as 1818, with emphasis on Culpeper County when the Callender family was known to be in VA.

PHILLIP CALENDER - 1787 Stafford County VA Tax List. Signed a 1779 Petition. Known to be living in 1790. He appears to be the best prospect for father of Sarah Ann (Callender) Ethington.

In  1807, James Withers Mill was in Fauquier County on the Rappahannock River near Carter's Run.
 The location is the lower corner where Culpeper, Fauquier, and Stafford Counties adjoin one another.

Land owners were responsible for overseeing roads. Therefore, an examination of the Culpeper County VA Land Tax List 1782-1813 might be productive. They are available on microfilm for the period of 1782-1813. Stafford County's cover 1782-1816. His disappearance may indicate a move, or his death.    

A court order abstract included with supplied data was confusing and could not be interpreted. A correct transcription may provide leads to follow. How did the Callender get to be a part of this court order. Who is this Jup Philip Callender living in 1805. Is he one who came to KY or died in VA.

Philip Callender born ca 1784, (estimated 21 years at marriage) died 1827 in Owen Co., KY, married  

             Belinda Yancey 2 January 1805 Culpeper Co., VA.

Philip Callender signed a 1779 petition (born ca 1758 if 21 years at signing).

Philip Callender on 1787-1790 Stafford Co., VA tax list (born before 1766).

ELIZEAR CALLENDER - living 1782 when he, with David Henderson, purchased land from John Conner. Several deeds and releases found in Orange County, VA
 as well as Stafford County, VA at the time a Philip Callender was overseer of a road in Stafford County.

"CALENDER AND HENDERSON"- 1787 Spotsyvania County, VA Tax List. Business who appears to be Elizear Callender who was in Stafford and Orange County, VA records as early as 1782.

JOHN CALLENDER - 1787 Spotsyvania County, VA Tax List. Probably the son named in Elizear Callender's will.
 However, other children cannot be ruled out even though only one is mentioned in the will.

***

Lt. GEORGE CALLENDER - served in the military. Know to be a resident of Fredericksburg, Spotsyvania County ,VA in the 1790s. In charge of the ship "Gallery," a man-of-war in service on inland waters.

Another Navy man. How is he associated with Captain Elizear Callender of the same county.

***

 MICHAEL CALENDER - 1787 Shenandoah County, VA Tax List. He married Ann Dodson before 1779, daughter of John Dodson.
  This particular branch of Dodsons is known to have migrated to KY and settled in central KY ca 1802. Michael Calender is also listed 1783 in 1790 Virginia Census, Heads of Families 1782-1785 (Baltimore: GPC, 1970), p. 65, Shenandoah County with eight whites.  Shenandoah County was part of Frederick County until 1772. Could his antercedents be associated with the Spotsyvania County men seven years earlier. It should be pointed out printed abstracts used in the VA report are for the independent City of Fredericksburg  which do not cover records of Frederick County.

THOMAS CALLENDER died 1806 Culpeper Co., VA - William Ethington  appointed Admisistrator of his estate. What results of settlement were reported to the court. 

***

JEREMIAH CALLENDER - William Shelton's 1834 Revolutionary War application pension states his service was from Stafford County, VA and he lived there until 1816. Jeremiah Callender's affidavit says he has know Shelton for forty five years. The statement places Jeremiah Callender in Stafford County, VA, or at least living near enough Shelton to know him, in 1789.

***

JAMES THOMSON CALLENDER - Referred to in article as a "scoundrel" died Loudon County, VA ca 1803. Adjacent to Safford and Culpeper Counties. Who settled his estate? Least likely prospect.

***

Recommendations:

· KY research indicates an examination is necessary of the tax lists for Culpeper and Stafford Counties, VA from 1790 to ca 1820 to establish any Callender names and the year they appear or disappear.

· Fauquier, Orange, Spotsylvania, and Shenandoah Counties, VA may be necessary as well to establish the residence and family units of the Callender males know to be living there. Emphasis again is placed on 1780 to 1820, as well as the court records for those counties. 

· After this VA research is conducted, some conclusions may be formed about which family group the Callender men in KY belong.

· Tax lists of Woodford, Franklin, Shelby, and Owen Counties, KY as well as a more thorough examination of their court records may be productive after the VA work is conducted.
