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The presence of Evalina Ethington as a daughter to William Ethington and Sarah Ann Callender Ethington was not known until about 1950, when James William Ethington of Seattle Washington was reading William’s recently found will.  In that document William mentioned his daughter Evalina, but prior to that time the living family had not been aware that she had been a part of the family
.  He says:
  "Another of William's children, Eveline, I never heard of until I read a copy of his will in 1950.  She may have died before he did, as the will was made 20 years or more before his death, so in all probability she was young and never married."

Various efforts were made to locate information on Evalina, as the following notes, made By Harold D. Ethington between 1994 and 2000 show:
“Evelina Ethington is noted in her father's will which was dated 1833. Analysis of census records indicates that she was born in 1805.  Her existence was not known when Emma Armstrong created her hand-written Family Group Sheet of the William / Sarah Ann Callender Ethington family in the late 1940's.  A later family group sheet typed sometime after 1964 shows Evelina as a child, and dying before reaching the age of 8 years old.  This is in error.
  Evelina was living in 1833 when she was mentioned in her father's will.  See notes for her father William to show that she was among the children enumerated in the 1820 and 1830 census's.”
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This photograph is thought by the family to be

Evelina Ethington Kendall

Notes made by HDE in late 1999 continue to show errors in thinking regarding Evalina’s life:
“By 29 Oct 1857 Evalina had died.  At that time, her father's land was divided among the heirs and she, Fanny, and John have all passed on.  Need to study the deed of that date to see exactly what happened to Evelina's portion. This would place her death between 1833, and Oct 1857, age 28 - 52.”
  “It is not known if Evelina married.  Henry county marriage indexes do not show a marriage for her, so a reading of all marriage bonds and consents is currently being done in the Family History Library.  Other areas that should be studied are Owen county, where her brother Lewis was married to Cinderella Shelton, and Crawford County IL, where Lewis moved during the 1830's.”

This fact—that Evalina was unknown—even to the early family members who compiled the first Ethington family history, indicates that Evalina must have been removed from the family center at an early stage of the family’s history.  This has proven to be the fact.  Research conducted during the first week of February, 2001 by Harold D. Ethington, has finally established the facts of Evalina Ethington’s life.  Note that Evaline Ethington’s name is spelled variously in different documents.  It is clearly Evaline at times, and at other times is again clearly Evalina.  Sometimes both spellings appear in the same document.
Marriage of Evaline Edenton

We find record of Evalina’s marriage in neighboring Shelby County.  That record reads as follows:

“I hereby certify that I have solemnized the marriage of Mr. Thos. Kendall and Miss Evaline Edenton agreeable to Law Dec. 6th 1831.”

(signed) John Tevin

Shelby County Court office [let]

Returned the 29th day of December 1831 and duly recorded

Att Ja. L. Whitaker Csbl

Additional details of this marriage are found in Thomas Kendall’s obituary, from Scotland County Missouri:
Thomas Kendall died near Memphis 29 November 1887, 89 years, 6 mos, 18days.  Born Fauquier County, Virginia 11 May 1798.  Left Virginia for Kentucky and settled Shelby County where married to Evalina Etherton by Rev. John Tevis of Shelbyville at old Bethel Church (Baptist) a few miles east of Shelbyville.  In spring of 1852 he moved his family to Scotland County, Missouri.
Evaline Edenton as a daughter of William and Sarah Ann Ethington 

There is no direct evidence connecting this Evalina Edenton, to Evalina, daughter of William and Sarah Ann Ethington.  However, the following facts support this conclusion.

First, the age of Evalina Edenton, as determined by documents found later, show that Evalina Edenton was born 19 August 1812.  This would make her age at marriage 19 years old.  Her birth date fits with the birth order of the other children of William and Sarah Ann.

William Ethington mentions his daughter Evaline in his will, written about 1833.  His reference is as follows:
“…an equal and legal division to be made among my several children, to wit  James, Lewis, William, Joseph, Nancy, Fanny, Sally, Evaline, and John, except the sum of $10 which is to be deducted out of Joseph’s part.”

All of the children older than Evaline in later years identify themselves as having been born in Virginia.

Second, Evalina’s husband, Thomas Kendal, appears to be a possible son of John Kendal, who lived on 6 Mile Creek—that portion that lay in Shelby County—just south of the Henry County line.  This places John Kendal, and his possible son Thomas, as neighbors to the William and Sarah Ann Ethington family, who also farmed on 6 Mile Creek.

A third supporting fact is that the name Evalina, or Evaline, is not a common name during this time period, and in fact is quite rare.  In searches of the 1850, 1860, and 1870 censuses for Kentucky and all surrounding states, only two instances of the name Evaline Kendall are found:  The first is Evaline Kendal, subject of this report, and the second is Evaline Kindall in Clinton County Ohio 1850.  She is age 25, born in Ohio, and obviously too young to be the Evaline Edenton in question.

There is only one other use of the name Evaline or Evalina in the Ethington family.  That is the daughter of John Ethington and Emily Russell (a great-granddaughter of William and Sarah Ann) born in 1869 in Owen County KY.

There is no evidence contradicting the conclusion that Evaline Edenton, wife of Thomas Kendall, is the same person as Evaline Ethington, named in the will of William Ethington of Henry County KY.  Until evidence to the contrary is found, we will assume that these two persons are one and the same.  The search for direct evidence linking these two however, will continue
.  This report will continue based on this conclusion.
Record of Thomas and Evaline Edenton Kendall in Shelby Co KY

The first recorded act of Thomas and Evaline Kendall after their marriage was the purchase of land in Shelby County.  That deed is found in Shelby Co Deed book C2 page 207, and was recorded 4 Aug 1835.  It reads as follows:
This indenture made this ___ day of 183__ between Alexander Eakin of the one part and Thomas Kindel of theother part
Witnesseth that whereas the said Eakins for and in consideration of the sum of one dollar cash in hand by him paid the receipt whereof he hereby acknowledges
Hath given granted bargained and ___ as by these presents give grant bargin and convey unto the said Kindle his heirs and assigns forever
A certain tract or parcel of land situate lying and being in the county of Shelby Including the residence of said Kendl in Jeptha ____ containing fourty acres one quarter and twenty poles of land thus bounded towit
Beginning between a small whiteoak and planted stone in Mrs. Gee’s line thence South 1 W passing her corner and with Montgomery’s line 60 poles to a stone n a drain thence N 79 E 108 poles to two kickwics and dogwood thence North 60 poles to two ___ and white oak and white walnut thence __ 89 ¼ W 107 poles to the beginning
To have and to hold the above described tract of land to him the said Kindle his heirs and assigns forever free and clear from the claims and demand of him the said Ekin his heirs and assigns forever 
and the said Akin doth hereby covenant and agree that he will forever warrant and affirm the aforesaid tract of land free and clear from the claims and demands of himself his heirs and assigns and all persons or claims by through or under him but with not accountable in case of any other or better claim
In testimony whereof the said Eakin hath herinafter put his hand and Seal this date above written

This deed shows the purchase of land that Thomas and Evaline Kendle were already living on, from Alexander Eakin.  Note that one year prior, the land in John Kendall’s estate was sold by his executors to Thomas Ellis.  That land was on the waters of 6 Mile Creek, in Shelby County.  No direct link between this estate action and Thomas Kendall has been found.  Needs further study.

The obituary for Thomas Kendall found in Scotland County Missouri states the following:
Thomas Kendall died near Memphis 29 November 1887, 89 years, 6 mos, 18days.  Born Fauquier County, Virginia 11 May 1798.  Left Virginia for Kentucky and settled Shelby County where married to Evalina Etherton by Rev. John Tevis of Shelbyville at old Bethel Church (Baptist) a few miles east of Shelbyville.  In spring of 1852 he moved his family to Scotland County, Missouri.

The phrase “a few miles East of Shelbyville” would place the family near Benson Creek.  It is in that area in the 1890’s that the William Preston Ethington family lived.

The Thomas Kendall family is found in the 1840 census of Shelby County as follows:
Thomas Kendall

2 males   under 5  (George W. born 1838, and Thomas R. born Dec 1835)

1 male    30 to 40 (Thomas, mis-stating age by 2 years.  He was born 1798.)

1 female 20 to 30 (Evalina, born 1812 age 28).

The census taker notes a total of 6 persons in the family, with one (Thomas) employed in agriculture.  A next-door neighbor in this census is Henry Edington, relationship if any unknown.

We can track Thomas and Evaline Kendal in Shelby county through the succeeding years through the tax records.  They follow:

A change obviously takes place in the year 1852, and a deed is found in the Shelby records extracted as follows:

This indenture made the 8th day of October 1851 between Thomas Kendall and Evaline his wife of the county of Shelby and State of Ky … and Danl B. Tombs of the same County and state…for $500 paid by Tombs…Kendall sells to Tombs…land in Shelby…Beginning between a small white oak and planted stone in Mrs. Gee’s line thence South 1 …containing 40 acres one quarter and 210 poles…

(mark)  Evaline Kindall (seal)
Recorded 29 day of March 1849 (1849) by Hecter A. Chinn clerk, Shelby County Court.

The anomaly within the above document is readily apparent.  Mr. Chinn, the court clerk, dates his recording at 29 March 1849.  But, the document itself is dated by the parties as 8 October 1851.  The tax records show that Thomas Kendall was last taxed in 1851, and Mr. Tombs does not appear until the next year.  Add to this the fact that Thomas Kendall and his family do not appear in the 1850 Shelby County KY census.  Nor do they appear in any other state’s census that has yet been found.

I think that this sale took place in March of 1849.  I think that Thomas Kendall and his family moved from the state sometime after the harvesting of the crop from his farm in the Fall of 1849, and by the Spring / Summer of 1850 they were in transit to Missouri where they eventually settled and lived out the remainder of their lives.  It appears that they arrived in Missouri too late to be counted on that state’s census in this year. Note however that the obituary for Thomas Kendal obtained from Bert Ivan Dunn, a descendant of Evalina, states that the Kendall family arrived in Scotland County Missouri in 1852:  “In spring of 1852 he moved his family to Scotland County, Missouri.”
Death of Evalina’s Father, William

Evalina’s father, William Ethington died on the 1st of March, 1853.  Evalina would have been in Scotland County Missouri at this time, and the 500 miles between them would probably have been an insurmountable distance to go in order to join the family.  It is not likely that she made the trip.  Again, court records for distribution of William’s estate need to be examined again in light of this new information about his daughter Evaline.
Scotland County Missouri 1860 Census

The Thomas Kendal family is in Scotland County Missouri at least by the 1860 census.  However, arrival time there is likely much earlier.  Deeds for that county have not been checked to see when Thomas may have first purchased land in that county, but the 1860 census shows the following in Jefferson Township:

Note that all children, including 10 year-old Robert J. have been born in Kentucky, and that Thomas and Evaline were both born in Virginia.  The presence of Thomas R. Kendall is unexplained, however the current-day family lists a son Thomas S. Kendall as the youngest child in the family.  The date for his birth, given by the family, is 17 Jun 1851.  He would have been 9 years old at the time of this census, the but census taker has written, somewhat clearly, the age of 20.
I think that we must accept the family birth date for son Thomas R. Kendall, and conclude that the census taker was in error.  Supporting this conclusion is the fact that the census taker did not list Thomas as a “farmer”, or “farm laborer” as was common for young men over 16 living in a household, even with their parents. Thomas is shown as born in KY as are all of the other children.
Scotland County Missouri 1870 Census
In the year 1870, Thomas and Evaline Kendall are still living in Jefferson Township, but they have only one child left at home.  The record shows:

Several items appear in this census.  First, we see that both Thomas and Evalina were born in Virginia.  Evalina’s birth in that state in 1812 puts the William/Sarah Ann Ethington family there as late as 1812, when it had been thought that they had come to Kentucky several years earlier than that.

Secondly, we see that son Robert, now married to Eliza, is living next door.  The son living with Thomas and Evelina and identified as “Jay” (“Tay”?) may be a misreading of the census, and is likely son Joel Taylor Kendal, born 22 July 1848.

In this same year we find son Henry Kendall living in Schuyler County, immediately West of Scotland County with his wife Cynthia.  See Schuyler County, Independence Twsp, page 20, line 26 and 27.  Post office is Lancaster.

Evalina’s mother, Sarah Ann Callender Ethington, died in the year 1871 “back home” in Kentucky.

Thomas and Evaline Kendall are not yet found in the 1880 census, but Thomas’ will is written 18 December 1886, and filed 13 Dec 1887 in book B&C page 294.  In it he names his wife Evalina Kendall,  and children James H., David F., Thomas, Henry C., Joel T., and Robert S. Kendall, as well as Martha A. Dunn.  Executor is James H. Kendall, and witnesses are Lewis Cross and Andrew Stone.

The Obituary (quoted above) obtained from Bert Ivan Dunn for Thomas Kendall shows that he died 29 November 1887.  A short mention is made of Evaline at her death, obviously taken from a local newspaper.  It reads:
Mrs. Evalina Kendall living 7 miles southeast of Memphis died at 85 years Tuesday.  Buried Buskirk (Cemetery) Wednesday. 

No mention is made of the date of this notice, but if the birth date of 1812 is correct, this would have been in (1812+85) 1897.

Bert Ivan Dunn has in his possession a photograph which he believes to be Evalina Ethington.  The photo is not positively identified in writing, but family members believe it to be Evalina.  A copy of this photo will be filed in the Evalina Ethington file.
